FIRE  RAZED  ST. SCHOLAS-
TICAðS COLLEGE, TACLOBAN  

 A fire razed St. Scholasticaõs College of 
Health and Sciences,  Tacloban on February 16. 
The fire began on the fourth floor of the building, 
destroying classrooms, the chemistry laboratory 
and some facilities.  
 Last February 6, a fire broke out on the 
second floor of the same building that razed al-
most all  the donated computers of the school.  St. 
Scholasticaõs College of Health and Sciences is 
one of the top tertiary institutions that offer 
health and medical courses in the region. 
 Two years ago, a strong  typhoon  de-
stroyed the city of Tacloban, including St. Scho-
lasticaõs College and the sistersõ convent.

peripheries.  They did not stop before the obstacles 
and misunderstandings of others, because they kept 
the wonder of their encounter with Christ in their 
hearts. They did not tame the grace of the Gospel; 
they had a healthy yearning for the Lord in their 
hearts, the yearning to bring Him to others, just as 
Mary and Joseph did in the temple. We too, are called 
today, to make prophetic and courageous choices. 

Finally, we learn from today's feast to live the 
gratitude for the encounter with Jesus and for the gift 
of a vocation to consecrated life.  How beautiful it is 
when we meet the happy face of consecrated persons, 
who are perhaps already advanced in years, like Sim-
eon and Anna, happy and full of gratitude for their 
vocation.  May the Lord Jesus, through the maternal 
intercession of Mary, grow within us, and each in-
crease in each of us the desire of encounter, the custo-
dy of wonder and the joy of gratitude.ó
